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Dear Members of the European Parliament,

Before Christmas of 2007 Lithuanian Parliament received the proposal from conservative parliamentarians to restrict access to abortion, giving the opportunity to interrupt pregnancy only when there is a risk for woman's life or in case of rape. 

Abortion is legal in Lithuania for more than 50 years. There are no illegal or unsafe abortions and women's deaths from abortion are not registered for decades. 

We, women NGOs and professional organizations are worry about the future of women's lives and health because we know what it means when abortion is illegal. 

We urge European parliamentarians to support women's right to choose in the same way in all EU countries.
