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Demography and sexual education in Russia

The demographic situation in Russia requires complex decisions concerning many problems. One of them is related to reproductive health of the young people. The previsions of Russian Federation Statistics committee show that if modern tendencies will continue the population of the country will fall to 134, 4 million people in 2016, 10, 4 million people less than at the beginning of 2001.
Lack of sexual education and proper reproductive health care as well as early sexual initiation and lack of specified health policy causes great difficulties in the demographic situation in Russia. 
Moreover, press service of Ministry of Education of Russian Federation says, that no sexual education programs will be introduce to schools. Teenagers learn about sex and relations on biology classes where issues like method of contraception are mentioned.  
Latest research shows that 81% of Russian population wants sexual education classes for their 14 – 16 year – old children, and only 10% opposed. If we divided those statistics differently using age as a most significant factor it will show that more than 70% of young people under 25 years old and more than 32% of people over 55 also supported the idea. There were no differences between two major groups that are parents and teachers. 

Surprisingly opposite decision was taken and in a few years we might suffer the consequences of those actions.
